 MWOA-Legacy Student Official’s commitment to becoming a Mentor Official form 
Each student official must be prepared to dedicate the time to study, practice, and learn officiating skills as well as officiate contest assigned by the Michigan Wrestling Officials Association. Student officials must understand the time commitment necessary before they embark on this experience. The student official will work with the mentor official assigned by the MWOA to develop their officiating skills.
The mentor official will chart the course for the student official and introduce the student official to the practices and procedures of officiating high school wrestling. The mentor official will accompany the student official to assigned matches. The mentor official will act as the student official’s assistant during the match. He will be available to answer questions, support the student official in difficult situations and encouraged the student official throughout the process.

The mentor official will be responsible for actively critiquing the student official throughout the season. Improvement rather than perfection will be the goal. Positive rather than negative evaluations will be critical to reinforcing the accomplishments of the student official.
